Vision becomes a       
Reality...  

On Monday, October 10th, 
Sauk Prairie Area Chamber 
of Commerce Board      
Members & Morey Moseman 
will host a groundbreaking 
ceremony for the planned 
Chamber Office & Visitors 
Center.  Morey  approached 
the Chamber board early in 
2011 with the idea of build-
ing a new office for the 
Chamber.  His vision was 
that this building would serve 
two purposes.  One, it would 
be a visible office location on 
Hwy 12 to welcome the 20K 
plus cars that enter Sauk 
County each day through our  
community. This new 2,400 
sq ft building   

will be a community        
resource, referring those 
who visit here where to 
shop, dine and explore.   
Second, it would give the 
Chamber additional space 
with NO additional cost.  
Morey has been gracious in 
that he will build the space 
and the Chamber will lease 
for the same amount that 
they currently pay for their 
800 sq ft space.  There will 
be an option to  purchase 
the space  when the Cham-
ber board is ready.  The  
additional space will allow 
the Chamber to hold meet-
ings on site and accommo-
date group events.  

The design and interior 
space will accent the natural 
resource assets of our com-
munity.  Wood beams, natu-
ral stone and an aquarium 
replicating species that one 
would find in the Wisconsin 
River, are just a few of the 
design elements planned.   

The Chamber staff and 
board members are excited 
about this opportunity.  We 
look forward to working with 
our membership to plan a 
center that helps market 
your business and meets 
your needs.

REP. MARKLEIN AUTHORS BILL TO FACILITATE PUBLIC PROJECTS  

Marklein to introduce bill to assist privately -funded public works projects  
 

MADISON ñ This week, State Representative Howard Marklein (R -Spring Green) introduced legis-
lation to  reduce the costs of  public projects that are  paid for by  private funds. The proposed bill 
would create an exemption from the prevailing wage law for public works projects that are          
privately funded.  

 

   òI am proud to introduce legislation that encourages charitable donations and gifts from the private       
sector  for the public good. This bill  leverages the generosity of  individuals and businesses to help lo-

cal schools and municipalities with their public works projects ó Marklein states. 
 

The legislation was prompted by a project at Blue Mounds State Park. Volunteers raised over 
$400,000 in private funds to build a new park shelter. After discovering that they were required to 
comply with prevailing wage law, the organization found that they had not raised the necessary 
funds to complete the project. Had the Blue Mounds project been prevailing wage exempt, the 
shelter could be built with private funds.  

 

The exemption would apply to a public works project that is  85% privately funded. To be eligible, 
the completed public project is required to be used for conservation, recreational, or educational 
purposes.  

òThe Legislative Fiscal Bureauõs Fiscal Estimate on the bill reports no state fiscal effect and a de-
crease in costs for towns, villages, cities, counties, and school districts,ó Marklein continues. 

The legislationõs initial circulation for co-sponsorship received bipartisan support and has been 
referred to the Assembly Committee on Jobs, Economy, and Small Business.  



1. What does the Sauk Prairie  
      Foundation for Academic  
      Excellence do for our  
      community and when was it  
      established?  
 

The SPFFAE solicits scholarship 
funds for graduating seniors,  
manages an endowment fund, and 
selects the recipients of the  
scholarships, based on scholastic 
performance, community  
involvement, personal essay, and 
references. The foundation was 
founded around 1985. 
 
2. Who manages the  
      organization?  
 

The SPFFAE is managed by a 
Board of Directors, completely  
voluntary members of the  
community, who serve 3-year 
terms. The Board also has  
representatives from the High 
School staff as well as 2 students. 
 
3. How has the foundation grown 

since it was established? 
 

The Board members have rotated 
over the years, but the structure is 
mostly the same. However, the  
Endowment fund has grown  
significantly as well as the amount 
of the scholarships that have been 
awarded.  In 1990, the fund 
awarded $26,075 to 35 students.  
In 2011, the fund awarded  
$119,022 to 112 students.    
 
4. Where do most of your  
      contributors come 
      from?   
 

Just over half of the scholarships 
are memorials and endowment 

funds from past memorials. The 
second most source of  
scholarships is annual donations 
from civic organizations and  
businesses. 
 
5. How do you determine which 

scholarships to award? 
 

Criteria may be defined by the  
donors such as the career being 
pursued. The Scholarship  
Selection Committee evaluates all 
the applications on an anonymous 
basis (the applicants names are 
removed and a code is assigned), 
and the average of the evaluators 
provide a merit ranking based on 
academic performance, civic  
involvement, personal essay, and 
references. The scholarships are 
then awarded based on the defined 
criteria and the ranking of the  
student. 
  
6. How would a student apply for 

a scholarship? 
 

In February, the applications are 
given to the students in a meeting 
at the High School, with an expla-
nation of the application process. 
  
7. Can a donor create a named 

scholarship as a Memorial for 
someone? 

 

Anyone can donate a scholarship 
as a Memorial or a Living Tribute 
by filling out a donor form defining 
the desired criteria. The form can 
be downloaded from the web site 
www.spffae.org or we will mail it to 
anyone who requests one. 
 
 

8. How can our business  
community assist you in  
meeting your goals in the  
future?   
 

1.) We always need responsible 
community members to serve on 
the board. Anyone with an interest 
is invited to let us know. 
 
2) We have donation boxes for  
individuals to contribute small 
amounts, that we post at various 
business locations. Any businesses 
who are willing to host a donation 
box helps to add to public dona-
tions. 
 
3) We are developing a donor sup-
port logo. If businesses include our 
SPFFAE logo on their web sites or 
advertising literature ("Supporter of 
SPFFAE"), it would help to high-
light the scholarship program, and 
provide community goodwill toward 
those businesses.
